(Play with sparklers only with adults.)

3. Try to keep healthy.

(1) Go to bed early and get up early.
(2) Play outdoors.
(3) Practice hand-washing and gargling as prevention against cold.

(4) Don’t eat too much.

(Participate in the “Radio Exercises” in your community. Make the most of the “Open Pool”



at your school.)

4. Follow the six rules of companionship.
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Don’t lend/borrow money among friends.
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Don’t play inside the house without an adult.
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Don’t say bad things about others.
Appreciate your friends and play well together.
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If you receive something from other households, be sure to tell your parent(s).

1 Before you leave the house, tell your family member(s) where you are going, why, and when
you will come back.
2 Never accept the invitation of a stranger.

Be sure not to trouble other people when you are in a public area and/or facility.
