Securing our Childs Safety Measures

*k If you sence any danger, do not hesitate to shout for “Help !!'”
* If you happen to see a friend go along with a stranger, immediately call for someone
near you or the
police.
* If a stranger speaks to you, remember the characteristics of the stranger and call 110
(police) by a
public phone or a house phone nearby.
( Please add to your children's instructons that the latter the report is, the more

difficult it gets to
arrest the suspect. )
